i) £20,000 from the 2008/9 budget, as a contribution towards 
emergency roof repairs for Bowes Railway Museum. 

ii) £10,000 from the 2008/09 budget, as a contribution towards Area 
Committee Events Budget. 

iii) £3,822 from 2008/09 budget, to enable an initial walkover survey of 
Pattinson South Pond lead by Friends of James Steel Park. 

iv) £9,365 from 2008/09 budget, to reinstate Usworth football pitch lead 
by Washington Usworth Football Club.
