1. Why has this report come to the Committee?

1.1 To seek the advice and consideration of this Committee on a number of
reports considered by Cabinet on 3 and 10th February, 2010 on the
Revenue Budget and Capital Programme for 2010/2011.

2.4  Members will recall that at their meeting on 24" September, 2009 the Scrutiny
Committee endorsed the budget consultation strategy and framework as set
out in a report to Cabinet on the 9™ September, 2009 as a robust consultation
process and asked that a report be submitted for approval to the Scrutiny
Committee following the consultation, providing feedback on the adequacy of
the process undertaken.

3.1 The Scrutiny Committee is invited to give further advice and consideration to
the budget and service reports set out in this report.
